The Policy & Resources Committee will need to make a decision on 22nd December.  The Clerk asked Councillors to let her know if they were happy with the figures.
POLICE REPORT / PCSO:   
The reported crime figures for November 2010 were distributed to all Councillors. 

PCSO Mica Coppin reported on behalf of the Safer Neighbourhood Team as follows:

· All officers engaged with anti-social behaviour patrols.

· Continued beat surgeries at M&S/Sainsbury’s.

· Continue to meet the Street Pastors on Friday evenings to brief and de-brief about incidents in our Hot Spots.

· Patrolled with EBC parking services at Monarch Way, St James’ School.
· Entire SNT shift committed West End for Rose Bowl fireworks.
· PCSO Coppin met with housing to discuss a neighbour dispute based around a car park issue.
· Several duties for all North and South Sector Officers were committed on an operation in Hedge End.
· Graffiti on memorial bench – 3 youths spoken to and parents involved and advised of damage.  Youth intervention work started.

Councillor Broomfield read out a letter of complaint received via PC Jason Steel from a local resident of Kenilworth Gardens regarding a fixed penalty ticket issued on 22nd September during a Rose Bowel cricket event.  A letter addressed to the Parish Council from PC Steel was then read out which was also sent to the Rose Bowl and EBC.  Councillor Broomfield asked the Clerk to write to the resident concerned advising of the date of the next Rose Bowl Liaison meeting and confirming that the letter of complaint had been read out and noted at this meeting.
Councillor Broomfield asked why there were 2 vehicle seizures in November but none in previous months.  PCSO Coppin commented that on this occasion a suspected hidden car in West End was seized in respect of suspected crimes.  She was not aware of the reasons for the other vehicle seizure.
Councillor Ms Mortimer asked where the current hot spots in West End are?  PCSO Coppin commented that there are no definite hot spots in West End, although theft from motor vehicles is still a problem.  There had also been a rogue trading issue in the area.

Mr Hamilton asked why there had been a rise in ‘suspicious incidents’?  PCSO Coppin commented that as this heading falls into 3 categories she would need to look into this further.  She confirmed that there will now be a double crew working in West End.

The New Drama Theatre – will not now be opened until the end of January 2011 due to unforeseen problems by the contractors.

REPORTS FROM COUNTY/BOROUGH:

County Councillor B Tennent: reported on the following:

· Grit bins – HCC have apologised for not getting the bins out early enough.  This was due to the Winter Resilience Report taking 7-8 months to complete and hence the bins were delayed.  Some bins will be yellow and not blue as originally advised.  20,000 tonnes of salt has been delivered, 11,000 of which has come from Egypt due to increased costs per tonne.  1,000 tonnes per day have recently been used during the bad weather.  Further information can be found on the Hampshire County Council website:  www3.hants.gov.uk/roads/winter-maintenance.htm

· Countryside Access Brief Report – good relationship with local Parish Councils in Hampshire.
· Budget – coalition government have not worked out what they are giving to councils.  HCC have said they will give a 0% council tax increase.  Further information will be provided in my next report as to how this will affect us.
Borough Councillor D Goodall reported on the following:

· Attended HEWEB meeting.  Public Art money has been secured for West End to include the Rose Bowl and the crematorium.
Councillor Broomfield asked what sort of art?  Councillor Goodall advised that this will be put out to tender with various artists.  Councillor Clarke replied that the Rose Bowl money is to be used to enhance the entrance.

· Attended training sessions looking at budgets with the idea for Parish Councils to get more involved with planning.  The Clerk confirmed that a letter has been received from EBC requesting a date be set up in the New Year to discuss planning-related matters.
Borough Councillor D Clarke reported on the following:

· Very grateful to the ground staff for the work carried out last week during the bad weather.  Thanks have been received from local people.
· EBC are warning residents to be extra vigilant when giving to charitable organisations.  Air Ambulance Services are a fake charity – not to be confused with Hampshire & Isle of Wight Air Ambulance.  Councillor Broomfield commented that some organisations are cloning collection bags from various charities.
· A new scheme ‘Pay As You Use’ work space has been set up in Wessex House, Eastleigh for those people looking to start up their own business.  This is a very affordable scheme.
· Public Arts: £54,000 to enhance entrance to the Rose Bowl; £18,000 to History Trail in West End centre; £20,000 to crematorium
· West End Pre-School Building update – work on main building will start when the play school break up on 6th December.
Borough Councillor T Noyce – Apologies received.
Borough Councillor B Tennent – reported on the following:
· Street Lighting Initiative – 102,000 street lights in Hampshire and 90,000 are to be replaced within 5 years.  Replacement of street lamps in West End will begin in 2012.  The contract is with SEC and they will listen to residents if they want the street lamp moved slightly.  The new lamps will be brighter than the sodium lamps currently used.  Further information on this project can be found on www.lightsoninhampshire.co.uk  and this website can also be used for reporting faulty lights.  From midnight to 5 a.m street lamps will be dimmed by 25% to save energy.  Councillor Mrs Atherton commented that black out curtains will be needed if the new lights are to be brighter and Councillor Tennent replied that a guard can be installed around the lamp to prevent this.

At this point in the meeting, Steve Petterson, Youth Worker gave a brief report on the Youth Club.  West End Youth Club has been voted Youth Club of the Year and Tom Penney, Youth Person of the Year, collected the trophy and a cheque for £200. The Clerk advised Emily Weekes, Chairman of HEWEB Youth Council (Chatterbox) who had planned to attend meeting to give Councillors details of skateboard facility project will now be coming in February.

· Who asked for the £54,000 to be given to the Rose Bowl?  Councillor Clarke replied that it was the developer’s contribution for public arts.  This is a legal contract and one of the categories is Public Art.  The money has to be spent in a certain time frame or else the money goes back to the developer.  The money has been donated by the Rose Bowl developers.  This is similar to a trust and the money must be spent on public art.  Councillor Broomfield commented that the money also included a history trail through the village, which will involve the Local History Society, as well as something in front of the Rose Bowl which will make the entrance to the village more attractive.  Councillor Clarke commented that West End Wishes had previously pointed out that anything recognisable in West End would be of benefit and as the Rose Bowl is known throughout the country, this will be an opportunity to have a strong identity with West End.
· What is going to happen when the grit bins are in place?  Are they for the occupiers to use to put on footpaths or roads?  It has been reported in the press that people are stealing the salt.  Councillor Tennent commented that the salt is for the road but can be used for footpaths.  The misuse of the supplies cannot be stopped but this may lead to the bins being taken away.  There is a number inside each bin to report if the bin is empty or use the website given in my report.  Councillor McKay commented that it was totally appropriate to use the salt on footpaths and roads but not on your own driveway, the occupier should buy their own supplies for this purpose.  
The Chairman wished everyone a peaceful and joyous Christmas and NewYear and invited 

them to join him in a glass of mulled wine and mince pie to celebrate the festive season.
