COMMUNITY RESILIENCE PLAN

Examples of other Parish Councils’ emergency plans tabled.  The Clerk suggested that the committee look at potential risks in West End first i.e. Rose Bowl, motorway, airport.  Councillor Mortimer commented that various scenarios and problems arising should be discussed at the next meeting on 20th December.  The Clerk suggested a list of those people to invite to the initial meeting in February 2012 should be considered.  Councillor Mortimer said that she and Councillor Farminer have already compiled a list of people to contact.

PLANNING CORRESPONDENCE

1. The Clerk has received the Eastleigh Borough Council Enforcement list – there was one new enforcement for West End.  A resident has reported concern about estate agency boards on highway verges – Eastleigh Borough Council has been contacted.
2. Correspondence ref. outcome of application made by Smith Bradbeer & Co Ltd – Unit 1 Chalcroft Distribution Park, Burnetts Lane, West End.  The Traffic Commissioner has granted the application and attached three conditions and an undertaking to the licence.  The three conditions and the undertaking are as follows:
Conditions:
· There is to be no movement of authorised vehicles between 19.00 hours and 7.00 hours Monday to Friday.  There is to be no movement of authorised vehicles on Saturdays except between 8.00 hours and 17.30 hours.  There is to be no movement of authorised vehicles on Sundays or Bank Holidays.
· On Saturdays between 8.00 hours and 17.30 hours no more than 4 vehicle movements shall be undertaken.
· Authorised vehicles shall not exceed 7.5 tonnes gross plated weight.
Undertaking:

· All authorised vehicles will limit their speed to a maximum of 20 mph along Burnetts Lane before its junction with Bubb Lane.
3. Application for a Certificate of Lawfulness of an existing use or development (CLEUD) – Unit 10 Chalcroft Distribution Park has now been granted.
4. Notification of Tree Preservation Order no. 728 – Sharon Road.

HIGHWAY MATTERS

1. Further work on M27 – e-mail received from Hampshire County Council.  Pigeon netting works to install netting to the underside of the Wide Lane and Stoneham Interchange bridges to prevent pigeons from nesting.  Work programmed to be undertaken throughout December, weather permitting.  Work will be carried out between 10 pm and 6 am, when traffic flows are at their lowest.  During these hours there will be lane closures on Wide Lane and Stoneham Interchange bridges.
2. Parking in High Street – issues since Asda opening – Eastleigh Borough Council are looking at feasibility of alleviating this problem with road markings.  Clerk tabled a photograph showing parking issues.  
3. Eastleigh Borough Council Officer’s request to attend meeting on Tuesday, 17th January at 6.45 pm to discuss suggestions for Moorgreen Road.  Initial feedback only in the first instance.  The committee agreed to this date and time.
4. Eastleigh Borough Council (Direct Services) Winter Work Schedule received: Hedges/ shrubs clearance – HEWEB: 23rd January to 9th March, 2 teams of 5 staff.  Currently undertaking leaf clearance which should be completed this month.  Councillor Hughes commented that this needs to be urgently carried out on the pavements in West End Road.
5. Any Other Highway Matters:

· Councillor Prof Rest commented that the re-planting has still not been carried out in the High Street after work by contractors.
· Councillor Mortimer commented on the uneven road surface at the junction of Tollbar Way and Botley Road.  This had previously been reported in July 2011 – to be reported again.
