Recreation & Environment Committee Meeting of 21st September 2011

Cllr Prof Rest presented the minutes of the Recreation & Environment Committee Meeting held on 21st September 2011 and asked the Council to accept the recommendations contained therein.   

Councillor Clarke commented that as a result of the new Standing Orders, it had been agreed that Ms, Miss, Mrs should be removed when referring to councillors.  This had not been done in the minutes.


Page 3, Diamond Jubilee - Councillor Clarke commented on the sentence “The Committee decided that a sum of £1000 should be put into the budget to provide entertainment.”  
Councillor Atherton commented that it had been agreed at Full Parish that Recreation & Environment Committee would agree its own budget.  Councillor Clarke said that he felt the wording should reflect that this should be recommended to Policy & Resources Committee and the minutes amended accordingly. POLICE REPORT / PCSO:   
Crime figures for September 2011 were tabled.
PCSO Mica Coppin gave the following report:
· All Officers engaged with high visibility and antisocial behaviour patrols
· Continued Beat Surgeries at M&S / Sainsburys
· Continue to work with EBC Antisocial Behaviour Officer, Jan Andrews, to jointly work with families who have young people involved with antisocial behaviour.  We continue to check a young person’s curfew
· I continue to meet and advise a deaf gentleman working with the deaf services team in relation to rogue trading

· On 07/09/11 I assisted with a Community Disability event in Eastleigh
· On 08/09/11 I attended a meeting at Elizabeth Court regarding security and nuisance issues
· On 14/09/11 I attended a Neighbourhood Watch meeting to form a new scheme in West End
· During September I was committed with Safer Neighbourhoods training for 3 days
· We continue to work with other agencies and cross police border approach to antisocial behaviour issues being experienced in Windermere Road

· PC Steel has been working on the following issues: Children protection case with West End resident; helping with repairs/replace for resident in need; resolved an ongoing neighbourhood issue; late night patrols re. vehicle crime; assisting with recruitment of new Street Pastors working in the area
· We are all working on Operation Nemesis, the burglary operation during the run up to Christmas

County Councillor B Tennent gave the following report:
· Extraordinary meeting to be held on Thursday, 13th October re. Minerals and Waste.
· Boundary changes – 50 to 60 days for consultation period.  The proposal is for West End North to be in Eastleigh constituency and West End South to join Southampton to Titchfield area.  Comments can be put on the Boundary Commission website.
· Libraries – cutting hours in West End library.  

· £45 million cuts to prevent increase in council tax next year – Youth Services and Childrens’ Services included in cut backs.
Borough Councillor B Tennent gave the following report:

· Eric Pickles, MP is giving £250 million to local authorities to enable weekly bin collection.  Eastleigh Borough Council will not be taking up this offer.

· Housing Opinion Survey – first stage completed and now in the second stage.  Proposed sites: Boorley Green, Romill Close and back of Barbe Baker Avenue.
· Swaythling Road cycle route completed.

· Bus shelter in Townhill Way now complete.

Councillor D Clarke gave the following report:
· Work continues in Windermere Road with problem youths – Jon Riddell, EBC, has suggested bulb planting and removal of base of tree to change atmosphere of the area. 
· Atlantic Park View – traffic issues now high priority due to school route.
· Attended Audit & Risk Management meeting, 

· Attended Local Plan meeting re. local housing needs over the next 18 years due to increase in population.  Working towards Draft Local Plan open to public consultation starting 13th October 2011.
· West End Parish Council may need to look at volunteers to cover library closure on Thursdays.

Borough Councillor D Goodall gave the following report:
· Attended SARC AGM
· Attended EBC Core Strategy Local Plan – homes planned for Romill Close, Barbe Baker Avenue and possibly the coach station site in Botley Road and Moorgreen Hospital.

Mr Davis
Asked if there were plans to resurface any pavements and roads in West End.

Councillor Tennent replied that there are no specific plans at the current time but this will be reviewed.

Councillor Atherton commented that the Swaythling Road cycle path has a very smooth finish but unfortunately the pavement on the opposite side is in poor condition.

Mr Hamilton
Commented that if the housing development in Boorley Green goes ahead, employees at the Golf Club will lose their jobs.  There is a strip of land between Woodhouse Lane and Tolllbar Way which seems a better place for housing.
Councillor Clarke replied that the golf course owners have shown an interest in selling their land.  Councillor Goodall commented that the site will also have shops, schools etc as well as housing, and therefore, there will be no overall job losses.  Consideration will be given for a Botley By Pass if this development goes ahead.
Mr Hamilton commented on the use of stunt bikes on St James’ Road and the danger to other road users.
Mr Hamilton asked for an update re. Asda opening in the High Street.  The Clerk said that she has met with the Store Manager and the opening is scheduled for 14th November.  The store will be making a £50,000 developer’s contribution to be used for extending the library.

Mr Hamilton commented that he felt the use of volunteers to cover opening the library on a Thursday to be disgraceful.  Councillor Clarke said that the only reason he supported the volunteer initiative is that it will limit the damage to those who use the service.
Mrs Clay
Asked if a decision had been made regarding car parking issues during football matches?

The Clerk said that WEPC will look at the money available next year in order to consider extending the car park.
Councillor Hannen commented that she has recently become involved in the Thrive Project and will be reporting back to Full Council.  The team are considering offering to help other allotment holders when there is not enough work on the allotment allocated to Thrive.
