MATTERS ARISING

69/11, 4 Planning Policy Guidance Note 17.  During discussions, Councillors asked the Clerk to contact Terence O’Rourke (Tor Ltd) to enquire if they would be undertaking any archaeological surveys of the Romill Close site.  The Clerk has now received a response as follows:

“We are producing a heritage statement as part of the planning submission and that will look at the Conservation Area and includes an archaeological report.  This was a desk based study that identified that there are no recorded archaeological features on the site.

Eastleigh Borough Council may wish to condition the planning consent to require a watching brief for archaeological features during construction but this is something we have yet to discuss with them as the report is still in draft”.
The Clerk advised that Romill Close is listed as a Reserved Site in the current Local Plan.
71/11, 2  EBC – Quality Placements Supplementary Planning Document, Wednesday 7th September – Councillors Farminer, Ms Mortimer and Mrs Asman offered to attend the meeting.

PLANNING CORRESPONDENCE

1. The Clerk has received the Eastleigh Borough Council Enforcement list – there were 2 new enforcements for West End.   
2. Copies of correspondence ref. Application to Vary Licence for Operator at Unit 1 Chalcroft.  Matter ongoing.  Councillor Mrs Turl commented that Burnetts Lane residents would like a weight restriction enforced.  The Clerk asked if Parish Councillors present would support this request?  The Committee agreed that the Clerk send a letter confirming the Parish were in support of a weight restriction enforcement.  
3. Invitation received for representative of West End Parish Council to attend Community Resilience Event at Ashburton Hall in Winchester on 6th October, 7-8 p.m.  The Committee asked the Clerk to reserve a place and a decision to be made at a later date with regard to who will attend on behalf of the Council.
4. E-mail correspondence ref. No Cold Calling Zones – Chapel Close.  There is a problem with location of signage.  The Trading Standards Officer is currently on leave and will deal with this matter on his return.
5. Consultation document: Landscape Character Assessment for Eastleigh Borough received.  Consultation period will close on 23rd September 2011.  The Committee agreed to look at this document at the next meeting.

HIGHWAY MATTERS

1. Highways Bulletin received – Works Affecting Highways – August 2011.         Footway Resurfacing:  Beacon Road from West End Road to Telegraph Road  (Quarter 1) and Church Hill from Hillview to Timberley (Quarter 4)                                                                   Works by EBC Transportation & Engineering Department:  Tollbar Way/Whites Way – SEC to illuminate new footpath (no set date); Townhill Way – new shelter (July for 7 weeks)

2. Invitation received for WEPC to attend event at Hampshire County Council – Highways Services Arrangements – Thursday, 15th September 6.30 p.m. – 9 p.m.  The Clerk advised the ground staff are happy to attend and report back on this event.  The Committee agreed that groundstaff should attend on behalf of WEPC.                                        
3. Complaint from resident of Hatch Mead ref. state of pavements etc after EBC had cut back hedges – photographs tabled.                                                                                     Mr Annetts commented that EBC had confirmed that the work had been carried out by the Community Pay Back Team but not satisfactorily.  Shrubbery on the main High Street has now been trimmed back but footpaths have not been cleared.  EBC are not fulfilling their responsibilities and have not shown a good example to local residents to encourage them to keep the area tidy.  West End Parish Council staff work hard to maintain the areas they are responsible for.  The Clerk has e-mailed details of the complaint to all Councillors but there has been no response.  One of the Councillors lives in this area and has not dealt with the problem which is very disappointing.  In addition to footpaths, the cycle route has never been cleared and this has been raised with Borough Councillors but still nothing has been done.                                             It was agreed that the Clerk give an update on pavement encroachment at the next Planning and Highways meeting.
4. Complaint from Hilldene Way resident ref. trees being cut down at the end of Hilldene/ Crabwood.  Also enquired as to why Bradbeers have cut down all the trees and shrubs outside their shop.
5. Other Highway Matters – Councillor Ms Mortimer reported that she has noticed bollard lights are now being replaced with reflectors.

At 7.15 p.m. Julia Norman, a member of Eastleigh Borough Council Planning Policy and Design team, gave a presentation on future housing in the Borough.  The main points to note were:

a) The consultation for the new plans within the Borough is due in the Autumn

b) The planning period will be from 2011 to 2029

c) Full information on strategies can be found on www.push.gov.uk 

d) The provision will be for a total of 9,400 new dwellings over the plan period- 4,700 have already been committed and a further 4,700 are to be built on ‘greenfield sites’
e) The Allington Lane site will have a provision for 5,000 homes but only 1,400 will be built by 2029 – the remainder will follow in future years  

f) The Boorley Green site would only provide 1,400 dwellings in total.

g) Development of the sites would start towards the end of the plan period i.e. 2020 +

h) The land owner and hotel have both agreed to the development in Boorley Green

i) Other local authorities are looking at new developments but there are no proposals for EBC to combine with any other local authorities at the present time

j) 35% of all new housing built will be offered as ‘affordable housing’

k) New dwellings will be a mix of homes with around 30 per hectare to include family homes, bungalows etc.  A recent study has found that the area is currently saturated with flats
l) Transport Assessment is currently being commissioned

m) No studies have been carried out by EBC on costs of infrastructure as yet

n) The Environment Agency has confirmed that Allington Lane is not a flood plain area, but there is a small part which will not be built on due to flooding


This was followed by a brief presentation to the Committee on suggested smaller sites in West End for 1,000 homes and members were asked for comments.  Comments will be passed on to the Planning Policy and Design Team.
