PLANNING CORRESPONDENCE

1. The Clerk has received the Eastleigh Borough Council Enforcement list – there were two new enforcements for West End.  
2. Copies of further e-mail correspondence regarding ‘Ashdene’, Moorhill Road outlining the lengthy legal process that needs to be followed by Eastleigh Borough Council regarding compulsory purchase.  Monitoring of the site continues.
3. Asda Development – the Clerk advised work has now started on the site.  E-mail correspondence received regarding the developers’ contributions towards the extension of the Library.  Ongoing public consultation ref. proposed decrease in opening hours in West End.  A discussion followed on the future of the Library with regard to staffing issues.
4. Notification received from Eastleigh Borough Council that the Public Consultation on the Draft Local Plan starts on 28th October.  Two copies will be provided for West End Parish Council.  An exhibition manned by Eastleigh Borough Council Officers will be held in the Parish Centre on Friday, 25th November 2011, 1.30 – 8.30 p.m.
5. E-mail from Eric Read, Eastleigh Borough Council ref. West End Parish Council’s preferred name for the new development at Monarch Way/Moorgreen Road – Hunters Oak Close or Barrowfields Close.  The Committee agreed on Barrowfields Close.
6. Meeting of Rose Bowl Liaison Panel.  Following points were noted:

· Update on golf course construction and proposed hotel

· Upcoming events – Firework Display, Friday, 4th November – designated as a major event which requires deployment of the major coning plan and appropriate support from Police and other agencies.

2 One-Day Internationals next year – Saturday, 16th June and Tuesday, 28th August 2012.  The Clerk commented that the 16th June date clashes with West End Carnival, therefore the date will need to be changed as the Police will not allow and additional road closure if the Rose Bowl has an event.
