COMMUNITY RESILIENCE PLAN

West End Parish Council Community Resilience Plan Proposal tabled at the last meeting by Councillors Mortimer and Farminer.  A discussion followed and the main points to note were:

· Councillor Mortimer suggested that the Planning & Highways Committee take onus of the Plan and feed back to Full Parish.  
· An invitation to a Community Planning meeting to be held on 29th February 2012 to be prepared in leaflet or letter format.  The Clerk suggested this be included in the January Newsletter.
· Councillor Mortimer to draft a letter of invite to Emergency Services and local businesses.

· Councillor Farminer to work on a poster design.

· A ‘job description’ is prepared prior to the public meeting giving information about the plan including role of volunteers, areas covered, etc.

· A presentation is given at the meeting by Councillor Mortimer representing West End Parish Council and also a representative from Eastleigh Borough Council, Hampshire County Council and the Emergency Services.

· Councillor Mortimer to prepare a contact sheet for volunteers who decide they would like to be involved.

· Set up limited number of sub-groups with structured remit.  

· Councillor Asman suggested Committee look at Eastleigh Borough Council’s Emergency Plan and other local Parish Councils via the internet.

· Plan to be implemented by September/October 2012.

· Planning & Highways Committee to look at scenarios over the next few meetings.

Councillor Mortimer proposed that this be included as a motion on the Full Parish Agenda for the December meeting.  The Committee agreed unanimously.

PLANNING CORRESPONDENCE

1. The Clerk has received the Eastleigh Borough Council Enforcement list – there were no new enforcements for West End.  
2. E-mail from Jon Riddell ref. HEWEB Meeting 7th November 2011.  Decisions to note:
· Hawthorne House, Botley Road, West End, Southampton – Approved subject to a S106.
· Land to West of Romill Close, West End, Southampton – Permit subject to conditions and S106.  Members confirmed Toucan crossing is an essential pre-requisite to the development.  Review of speed limit in Romill Close to be sought.
· Land at corner of Church Hill and High Street, West End, Southampton – Prior Approval Granted.
3. Asda Development – store opening on Monday, 21st November 2011.
4. Leaflet received from Eastleigh Borough Council Draft Local Plan Exhibition manned by EBC Officers to be held at the Parish Centre on Friday, 25th November 2011 from 1.30 p.m. to 8.30 p.m.
5. E-mail received from Diccon Bright, Local Area Coordinator for Bursledon, Hamble and Hound requesting any improvements for Kanes Hill area to be included on project list for negotiating developers’ contributions.  The Clerk asked if any councillors had any suggestions.  Councillor Farminer commented on the speed of traffic in Kanes Hill and suggested a speed indicator device be installed.  
6. Kinsbourne Way Noticeboard – the Clerk advised that a member of the public has expressed an interest in updating the noticeboard and will be contacted in due course.  Councillor Farminer said he would be happy to take responsibility for the noticeboard if necessary.

HIGHWAY MATTERS

1. Eastleigh Directory of Highway Works for November 2011 received and circulated to Councillors.
2. Requests for additional or re-filling of grit bins still being received in the Parish Office – Ingersley Rise have made a request.  Requests can be made on-line via the website www.hants.gov.uk/roads 
3. Finger Post Signs – signs by the Post Office and St James Road have been repainted.  This was funded by HEWEB and West End Wishes (Parish Plan Steering Group) who have money put aside to refurbish railings in the High Street.  Councillor Mortimer commented that the finger post sign in Chapel Road had not been refurbished and asked the Clerk to make enquiries.
4. New campaign by Hampshire County Council ‘Don’t Leave Your Senses at the Roadside’ – raised by Councillor Tennent at Full Parish.  Details can be found on the website: www.hants.gov.uk/roadsafety 
5. E-mails from Hampshire County Council re. M27 bridge deck joint replacement.  Work to be carried out under lane closure rather than full closure.    Full closure has been cancelled due to many complaints received from members of the public.

6. Any Other Highway Matters:

· Councillor Asman commented that work on overgrown shrubbery from Chartwell playing field to Old Ivy Lane has now been carried out after she reported it to Direct Services.

· Councillor Asman commented that First Bus service on Sunday, 11th November diverted way before the advertised 2.45 pm road closure.
