Prior to the meeting, Sarah Wallbridge from the Transport Policy Team at Eastleigh Borough Council, held a meeting to discuss initial highway suggestions for Moorgreen Road.  
A set of plans and costings were tabled.  The following proposals were discussed in detail:
· Park & Stride – widen entrance to recreation ground for 2-flow traffic and increase pedestrian crossing and footpath

· Monarch Way – increase railings, tighten radius on junction, increase crossing island for lollipop lady, install bollards for protection and prevent pavement parking

· Crossing improvements for minor roads, tactile paving, dropped kerbs

· Replacing school crossing patrol signs and install timer system

· Pedestrian and cycle signage to the crematorium and railway station

· Changes to speed limit on Bubb Lane and Tollbar Way plus new signage

Rydal Mount Farm, Moorgreen Road, West End, Southampton
Prior notification of intent to erect an agricultural building (28 days for determination)
Councillor Asman pointed out to residents that the Parish Council was only able to comment on siting and design of the building.  The Clerk commented that Eastleigh Borough Council has acknowledged that the access road is already in use.  The following concerns were raised by residents:

· Mr Kinley – said that he has written to Nicola Reid (EBC) raising concern of potential accidents with regard to access.  Nicola Reid has responded saying access cannot be taken into account as this is a notification of intent and not a formal planning application.

· Mr Emery – said he had the same concerns with access and was also concerned for the wildlife in the lane.

· Mr Smith – raised concern over several matters: usage as no farm animals on the site; wildlife; width of lane – not recommended width of 4.5 metres; felling of Oak tree; narrowness of The Drove with vehicles parked either side; access for contractors as 7.5 tonne load limit in Moorgreen Road; mains water and gas main nearby; problem with vermon and smell; emergency vehicle access to barn via the track
· Mr Norris – said that he understood the first application was refused because of the development being within 3 km of the airport

· Mr Trott – firstly apologized that resident of no. 121 was not able to attend meeting but would be sending a letter to Eastleigh Borough Council expressing concern.  Mr Trott raised the following points: plan and photograph on application has part of Moorgreen Road missing; no mention of type of vehicles to be used; dangerous area for all vehicles.

Councillor Prof Rest commented that he had visited the site at the weekend and also today.  He felt the access was not suitable and the building will be an eyesore to residents.
Councillor Mortimer said that the only part of the application the Parish Council is able to comment on is the building of the barn.  She recommended residents write to Eastleigh Borough Council with concerns regarding access.

· Siting and Development – the proposed design suggests a use other than the storage of animal feed and bedding and do not provide the necessary ventilation

3. Request from Hampshire Highways for update of help available from the Parish Council in the event of bad weather.  The Clerk has confirmed staff available and given Parish Council priorities.
4. E-mail complaint from resident ref. railings in High Street; trellis and planters on corner of Chapel Road; public art.  The Clerk has responded and will raise concerns.

5. Complaint from resident regarding A-frames on pavements in the High Street and also Asda sign on railings.

6. Report from member of the public – broken drain cover in Hope Road.

7. Any Other Highway Matters:

Councillor Prof Rest raised the following points: bus shelter near Hilldene has been vandalised; vehicles parking on cycle path in Swaythling Road (near Texaco); replacement hedge by Amey in High Street outstanding.

Councillor Farminer reported that installation of a grit bin in Kinsbourne Rise has been approved by Councillor Keith House.

Councillor Mortimer raised the following points: pothole near mini-roundabout in West End Road/Upper New Road; finger post sign at bottom of Hope Road has not been painted.   The Clerk will ask Jon Riddell for work on sign to be carried out.
