Public Meeting – Wednesday, 29th February 2012

2. Notification received from Eastleigh Borough Council ref. refusal of permission ref.  Raising roof and enlargement of existing bungalow & construction of adjoing 3-bed chalet bungalow following subdivision of existing plot – 1 Charmwen Crescent, West End.
3. Letter address to Councillor Prof Rest from Southampton City Council ref. Local Development Framework: Planning Southampton to 2026.  City Centre Action Plan Preferred Approach Paper and Core Strategy Partial Review Consultation from 30th January until Friday, 23rd March 2012.
4. E-mail notification and details of Operation Plan received from Janet May, Rose Bowl’s Solicitor, regarding forthcoming planning application for short term change of use – Use of Rose Bowl as a remote check-in facilities for two of the seven cruise ships sailing from Southampton on 3rd July 2012 to commemorate P & O’s 175th Anniversary. HIGHWAY MATTERS

1. Update on matters raised at last meeting:

· Swaythling Road Cycle pathway – Pete Boustred and Louise Berridge at Hampshire County Council informed and also now being monitored by PCSOs.

· High Street, West End – Damage to shrub area – Operations Resilience team to liaise with Amey.

· Damaged Bus Shelter outside Hilldene – Keith Bignall at Eastleigh Borough Council’s Engineering/Transportation Department asked to carry out maintenance.

2. HEWEB Agenda for meeting held on 30th January.  Point to note: Item 11 – Community Speedwatch.  HEWEB approved funding for Hedge End Safer Neighbourhood Teams to set up scheme.  Request received from Chandlers Ford Parish Council who are looking for a Parish Council to ‘share’ necessary equipment to set up a Community Speedwatch.  Chandlers Ford have received £1,500 funding from their County Councillor’s devolved budget but do not have the balance.  It was noted that West End currently only have three volunteers.  It was suggested by Councillor Mortimer that leaflets are displayed at the Community Resilience Meeting on 29th February.
3. E-mail received from Eastleigh Borough Council Democratic Services ref. proposed traffic orders relating to disabled person’s parking bays across the Borough – details on EBC website: www.eastleigh.gov.uk/TRO.  Any objections or comments on these proposals should be with EBC by 16th February 2012.
4. E-mail correspondence from Jon Riddell following discussion with Moorgreen Road Doctors’ Practice asking for WEPC’s view of extending the footpath outside the surgery and linking it to Moorgreen Recreation Ground.  The Committee asked for more information to be brought to the next meeting.
5. E-mail from Jon Riddell ref. railings in High Street; trellis and planters on corner of Chapel Road; public art and public toilets.  Jon Riddell had a walk-about with Councillor Clarke and local resident.  The Committee noted that West End Wishes have funding available for refurbishing the railings but the work has to be carried out by qualified road personnel due to accessing the railings from the roadside.
